Feevale Techpark, junto com

a aceleradora de empresas
Ventiur, criou em 2017 o Grupo
de Investidores Parceiros Feevale
Techpark. Para a sécia da Ventiur
e gestora de relacionamento com
investidores, Fernanda Dauber, a
parceria possibilita recursos e in-
fraestrutura para que as empresas
incubadas no Feevale Techpark te-
nham um desenvolvimento saudavel
e rentavel.

A que se propde o veiculo de in-
vestimentos?

Fernanda - A parceria surgiu de
uma conexao para fazer além do

que o Feevale Techpark ja fazia: a
aproximacado e mentoria as startups.
Foi criado o grupo de investimen-
tos, principalmente com empresa-
rios locais, conectados ao parque
tecnolégico e a regido de Novo
Hamburgo, Campo Bom e Estancia
Velha. O grupo reuniu um capital
social de cerca de R$ 2 milhdes, e
selecionou 11 startups sob critérios
conforme a vocacdo regional, com
solucdo para um problema do mer-
cado e impacto social, e potencial
de negodcios escaldveis. O Feevale
Techpark participou intensamente
na aceleracdo e no acompanhamen-
to financeiro. Hoje, sdo 44 investi-
dores e no portfélio ainda ha nove
startups em operacdo. O veiculo de
investimento teve seu primeiro exit
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em fevereiro de 2021, com a venda
da Suiteshare para a Vtex.

O que representa o exit?

Fernanda - Exit é do termo em
inglés, significa saida. O objetivo do
veiculo de investimento é selecionar
e investir em startups, fazé-las cres-
cer e depois vendé-las para algum
player ou empresa para ter o re-
torno do investimento para nossos
investidores. A Suiteshare teve uma
rentabilidade de sete vezes o valor
investido. Estamos numa fase de
gestdo deste portfélio para futuros
exits. As startups continuam cres-
cendo, a ideia do grupo é que em
dois ou trés anos, tenhamos outros
exits.

INVESTMENT VEHICLE ADDS VALUE TO STARTUPS

Addressing the challenges fa-
ced by startups in their entrepre-
neurial journey, Feevale Techpark,
in collaboration with the company
accelerator Ventiur, established the
Feevale Techpark Partner Inves-
tors Group in 2017. For Fernanda
Dauber, a partner at Ventiur and
in charge of investor relations, the
partnership provides both resources
and infrastructure. This ensures that
the companies incubated at Feeva-
le Techpark experience healthy and
profitable growth.

What is the purpose of the in-
vestment vehicle?

Fernanda - The partnership
emerged from a desire to do more

than what Feevale Techpark was al-
ready offering: closer ties and men-
torship for startups. We established
the investment group, predomi-
nantly with local businesspeople
connected to the tech park and the
regions of Novo Hamburgo, Campo
Bom, and Estancia Velha. The group
pooled an equity capital of around
R$ 2 million and selected 11 star-
tups based on criteria such as regio-
nal vocations, solutions addressing
market challenges with social im-
pact, and the potential for scalable
businesses. Feevale Techpark played
a significant role in the acceleration
and financial monitoring. Currently,
we have 44 investors, and our por-
tfolio still includes nine operational
startups. The investment vehicle

experienced its first exit in February
2021 with the sale of Suiteshare to
Vtex.

What does the exit represent?

Fernanda - “Exit” is an English
term meaning “exit” The goal of the
investment vehicle is to select and
invest in startups, help them grow,
and then sell them to some player
or company to get a return on the
investment for our investors. Sui-
teshare had a profitability of seven
times the invested amount. We are
currently in the portfolio manage-
ment phase for future exits. The
startups are still growing, and the
group’s idea is that within two or
three years, we will have other exits.
